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Discussion:

1. The purpose of this meeting was primarily to discuss the design
development of the 3" and 4™ floor Open Reading Room at the west end as
follows:

a. In general, the group was pleased with the presented designs.
b. Acoustics remain a concern as the group studies are adjacent to the

open reading room; sound absorption and isolation will be
necessary. John cautioned that it is difficult to get a good sound seal
when cutting in and out of waffle; it is also labor intensive. HOLT
has a meeting scheduled with Jim Merrill of Shen Milson Wilke to
discuss these issues as well as acoustics for the whole project.

C. HOLT and EA will consider a way to organize the conduits and other
pipes at the exposed waffle area; it is necessary to consider not only
the lighting conduit but also conduit for smoke detectors, fire
alarms, etc. This must be carefully coordinated on the drawings.
Perhaps there is a central power feed along the edge of the study
rooms which feeds the rest of the reading room in an orderly design.

d. The architect must add this process to the CA portion of the project
as it must be carefully coordinated in the field. Changes in the field
must still consider the tidiness of this design.
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The round fixtures in the reading room were well liked.

The waffle slab will be painted.

It was noted that the chair used in classroom 106 is well liked and

can possibly be used for the group studies.

Book shelves in this area is a question. There is no collection small

enough for this space. Instead, it was decided that HOLT will design

a combination of cubbies, lockers, and a few shelves as millwork

dividers. (White board was discussed, but the group decided against

it.) HOLT will revisit and present ideas at the next meeting.
. The soft seating should be large enough so as not be easily moved.
j- A question has been raised as to why do we have so many Group
Study Rooms. HOLT suggested that we can possibly make the (2)
interior Group studies on each floor into Research Study rooms.

2. The 3-7 floor plans were discussed. HOLT reviewed the ideas for enlarging
the custodial room on every other floor. It is understood that this will
impact the copy rooms on those floors.
